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Are Refugees a Security Risk?

1. The most difficult way to enter the United States legally is as a refugee. No other
category of traveler to the United States undergoes such a rigorous and detailed
screening process. Source: White House

2. The screening process typically takes 18-24 months and involves numerous federal
intelligence and security agencies, including the Department of Homeland Security, the
Department of State, the Department of Defense, the National Counterterrorism Center,
and the Federal Bureau of Investigation. Source: The U.S. Department of State
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3. Fewer than 1% of all refugees are even considered for resettlement. Refugees
undergo biographic and fingerprint security checks to confirm their identity. They are
also extensively interviewed by specially trained officers from U.S. Citizenship and
Immigration Services.
