A GREAT GENEROSITY

St. Therese Parish witnessed an incredible generosity during the month of December.
Three different needs were heavily supported over the last thirty days of 2018. First of
all, the Angel Tree had 180 angel ornaments hanging on it for a short time before all of
them were removed for gifting. In addition to the 180 gift cards ($25 Visa, Mastercard),
sixteen additional cards were given... for a total of 196 cards with a value of $4,900!
Secondly, I put out a call for donations to the Food Pantry as during the months of
winter, the demand for food greatly increases. The amount of food brought and placed
in the benches at the church main entrance rose significantly. All three large transport
containers were filled and extra bags as well for each Wednesday delivery following the
mention of need. And thirdly, the 2018 Catholic Faith Appeal assessment was met and
exceeded by an amount even greater than the previous year of 2017! Several large end
of year gifts were received along with many smaller gifts that combined made a
tremendous difference!! Every act of generosity contributes to the action of love and
care. THANK YOU to all who made a difference in the month of December!

SCAM ALERT

Scams continue to evolve and multiply. It seems that new ones are always surfacing
and old ones are being repeated. A scam which has greatly increased is that which asks
for gift cards in payment for any number of things. IT IS ALWAYS A SCAM... no matter
what the cause might be! Disconnect your call and do not answer it again if there is a
call back. No matter how serious it may sound or how sad the cause may be that is
presented, IT'S A SCAM. Do not fall for it and loose your money! PLEASE... BE CAREFUL.

Be careful as well for the scam which is often presented to those who have
grandchildren. The story is presented that a grandchild was traveling, was arrested and
needs money to get out of jail... or needs money because the car broke down... and the
list continues. The child’s name and age is correct and the caller knows you by name as
well... that’'s a scammer who did the research and knows how to play on emotion!
Because it's most likely a scam, just simply say that you will check with your family
whereabouts first. That will likely result in a disconnect by the caller. You may love
your grandchildren dearly, but do not allow anyone to use their name and your care to
scam you! PLEASE, PLEASE... be careful. Remember, any caller who threatens you with
arrest or speaks of an urgency to act with no time to waste... THAT'S A SCAM! Scammers
do not want the recipient of a scamming call to speak with anyone else - they want
immediate action. PLEASE... be careful.
